@ Inspection is merely a guideline to ensure safety. Receiving this inspection does not reduce the responsibility of the person in charge of the yacht or avoid
responsibility.

@ The inspection items below are designed to check whether the yacht participating in the competition is suitable for Category 4 competition in the WS
Appearance Special Regulations.

@ Even if all of these inspection items are satisfied, this does not mean that all measures necessary for safe navigation have been taken.

@ Please refer to and understand the entire regulations to ensure that the participating yacht is suitable for safety.
